Local Pastor at MCC Conference 
The second annual General Con-

ference of the Universal Fel lowship of 
the Metropol itan Community Churches 
official ly began on Friday, September 
3, 1971 at the MCC Church of Los An-
geles. Prior to the opening service 
there were various committee meet-
ings to draw up the final drafts of pro-
posals for the fel lowship to consider. 
Mi lwaukee's Prince of Peace Parish 
was represented on the mission com-
mittee which formulated the ground-
work for our local , national , and now 
International Board of Missions. 

Pastor Troy Perry of Los Angeles 
gave the keynote address at the open-
ing service. His charge to us was one 
of continued growth and of facing the 
chal lenges which have been presented 

to us in our establ ished parishes and 
missions. In one year's time we have 
grown from three parishes to over 14 
parishes and six missions. 

Saturday began with an 8 A.M. 
celebration of Holy Communion fol-
lowed by breakfast and a general wor-
ship service. It was after the service 
that the real work began. Reports and 
proposals were read and acted upon. 
The wonderful thing about this aspect 
of the conference was the unity, in 
spite of regional , rel igious and ethnic 
background. It reminded me of the 
story of Pentecost in the Book of 
Acts: "They were al l together in one 
place and in one accord—".

Daughters 
of Bi l itis publ ished the nation's first 
lesbian publ ication, "The Ladder," 
which is now a separate entity.

Homosexual ity in prison is given 
sensational treatment in John Her-
bert's screen adaptation of his 1967 
off-Broadway play. Some of the more 
expl icit sex and sadism footage has 

been cut from the original . What is 

left does shock, but lacks the impact 

of Jean Genet's homosexual short 
cal led "Chant d'Amour", which has a 
simi lar theme as wel l as an under-
ground reputation. 

The fi lm's hero, young Smitty, 
played by Wendel l Burton, is sen-
tenced to six months in prison for po-
sessing marijuana. His cel lmates are 
Rocky, (Zooey Hal l), a sadistic tough, 
Queenie (Michael Greer), the jai l 's 
"First Lady", and Mona, (Danny Freed-

man), mi ld-mannered and sensitive 

flunky for Rocky. As the plot un-

folds, homosexual ity and sadism run 
rampant with the guards participating 

as wel l as the inmates. Rocky threat-
ens to expose Smitty to gang rape if 
he does not submit to his sexual ad-
„\aosss. Smith refuses and Rocky 

rapes him. The rape points up the 
central theme of forced homosexual ity 
in prison. 

After a fight, Rocky is sent to sol i-
tary, where he commits suicide which 
is a sensational change from the orig-
inal play. Smitty then sl ips to the 
level of everyone else and trys to 
force Mona to be his "Old Lady". At 
this point Mona reveals the meaning 
of the title of the play "Fortune and. 
Men's Eyes" by quoting Shakespeare's 
sonnet. 

The acting is particularly good in 
the leading roles even if the charac-
ters themselves do not ring true. Es-
pecial ly excel lent is Michael Greer 
who has made a career out of playing 
homosexuals in fi lms. As the drag 
queen of the prison he makes the fi lm 
come alive with a full bodied depic-
tion of the character. Wendel l Burton 
has the leading role, a part that cal ls 
for a toughness not val idly present in 
such a sensitive character. He does 
quite wel l with the role, as does Zoo-
ey Hal l and Danny Freedman, con-

Homosexual ity in prison is given 

sensational treatment in John Her-

bert's screen adaptation of his 1967 

off-Broadway play. Some of the more 

expl icit sex and sadism footage has 

been cut from the original . What is 

left does shock, but lacks the impact 

of Jean Genet's homosexual short 

cal led "Chant d'Amour", which has a 

simi lar theme as well as an under-

ground reputation. 
The fi lm's hero, young Smitty, 

played by Wendel l Burton, is sen-

tenced to six months in prison for po-

sessing marijuana. His cel lmates are 

Rocky, (Zooey Hal l), a sadistic tough, 

Queenie (Michael Greer), the jai l 's 

"First Lady", and Mona, (Danny Freed-

man), mi ld-mannered and sensitive 

flunky for Rocky. As the plot un-

folds, homosexual ity and sadism run 

rampant with the guards participating 

as wel l as the inmates. Rocky threat-

ens to expose Smitty to gang rape if 

he does not submit to his sexual ad-

y rimes. Smitty refuses and Rocky 

rapes him. The rape points up the 
central theme of forced homosexual ity 
in prison. 

After a fight, Rocky is sent to sol i-
tary, where he commits suicide which 
is a sensational change from the orig-
inal play. Smitty then sl ips to the 
level of everyone else and trys to 
force Mona to be his "Old Lady". At 
this point Mona reveals the meaning 
of the title of the play "Fortune and. 
Men's Eyes" by quoting Shakespeare's 
sonnet. 

The acting is particularly good in 
the leading roles even if the charac-
ters themselves do not ring true. Es-
pecial ly excel lent is Michael Greer 
who has made a career out of playing 
homosexuals in fi lms. As the drag 
queen of the prison he makes the fi lm 
come alive with a full bodied 'depic-
tion of the character. Wendel l Burton 
has the leading role, a part that cal ls 
for a toughness not val idly present in 
such a sensitive character. He does 
quite wel l with the role, as does Zoo-
ey Hal l and Danny Freedman, con-
siciprina the limits  of their Darts.
