Governor Earl Proclaims
February “AIDS
Awareness Month'’

Wisconsin Gov. Anthony Earl signed an
AIDS Awareness Month proclamation
Thursday, Feb. 2nd.

The Governor's Council on Lesbian and
Gay Issue felt that since a statewide or
local AIDS project was not yvet in exest-
ence, an aggressive community education
program could not be undertaken. Instead,
smaller scale projects that would Impact
health providers may help defuse and pre-
vent AIDS hysteria as well as to help en-
sure higher quality, more sensitive health
care to those at high risk for AIDS,

Some of the activities for AIDS Aware-
ness Month include:

* BEST and Blue Bus Clinic personnel en-
listed the aid of the Medical College bf
Wisconsin and University of Wisconsin
Center for Health Services to sponsor
stafl and student educational programs
on AIDS.

* The Blood Center of Southeastern Wis-
consin’s Medical Advisory Committee is
announcing the proclamation to the 34
hospitals in the & counties of southeast-
ern Wisconsin and encouraging them to
Implement a rational, sensitive educa-
tional program for all patients requiring
blood services. In addition, the Blood
Center is reprinting an updated wallet-
sized AIDS card in association with the
BEST Clinic and the National Coalition of
Gay STD Services.

* BEST Clinic Is preparing a community
“Needs assessment and feasibility” quis-
tionnaire to determine what level of
services may be needed in Milwaukes
and/or Wisconsin,

* The Cream City Association Foundation
has announced the availability of $2,000

for AIDS related activities, Proposals
may be solicited from the community for
the funds.

* The Great Lakes Lesbian Gay Health
Conference will be formally dealing with
AIDS as a major topic, and with at least
six workshops on differenl aspects of
AIDS.

* Attempts are being made to get Milwau-
kee's Mayor Maler and County Executlve
O’'Donnel to proclaim similar AIDS
Awareness proclamations,
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Great Lakes Lesbian/Gay
Health Conference

The Greal Lakes Lesbian/Gay Health
Conference (GLLGHC), centering on the
topics of Abuse, Alcohol and AIDS, is set
for February 17 through 19 In Milwaukes
at UW-Milwaukee, Student Union. The
conferénce I8 sponsored by: Wisconsin
Governor's Council on Lesbian and Gay
Issues, Brady East Sexually Transmitted
Diseases Clinic (BEST), Howard Brown
Memorial Clinic and Milwauee's Cream
City Association Foundation (CCAF). The
conference is geared toward medical pro-
viders (Doctors, Nurses, Clinlc Volunteers,
and Counselors) that work with the
lesbian/gay community.

The conference hopes o provide an
awareness of the prevalence of domestic
abuse, AIDS and alcoholism and addiction
in the lesbian/gay community. The confer-
ence will identify ways to recognize signs,
symptoms, and risk factors, and provide
knowledge essential for intervention in
those problem areas.

The conference also hopes to provide
Great Lakes States (Wisconsin, Michigan,
Minnesota, lowa, lllinois, Indiana, and
Ohio) with a mode to promote the sharing
of resources in dealing with these health
problems affecting our community.

Late registrations are now being accept-
ed, or registration for health providers is
available on-site, at a cost of $30.00. Stu-
dent registration is available for £20.00.

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Budget Request Includes
Slight Increase In AIDS
Funding

The National Gay Task Force reported
that the Reagan Administration budget
submitted to Congress on February 1 calls
for a $6.5 million increase over current
spending for AIDS-related activites in fiscal
year 1985. NGTF Executive Director Vir-
Einla M. Apuzzo called the $53.9 million
request “a reflection of how seriously the
Public Health Service takes the AIDS cri-
sis.”

The breakdown by agency of the $53.9
million Is as follows: Centers for Disease
Control, $12 million (unchanged from fiscal
year 1984) Mational Institutes of Health,
$40.3 million (up from the current $34.]
millon) Food and Drug Administration,
$500,000 (up from $400,000)% and Alcohol,
Drug Abuse and Mental Health Administra-
tion, §1.1 million {up from $500,000).

Despite the higher level of funding,
Apuzzo expressed concern that “there is
still much more that the government can
and should be doing.” She stressed that In-
creases In funding for AIDS activities
"should not come at the expense of other

vital health programs.” While the Centers
for Disease Control will once again receive
$12 million for their AIDS work, hpur.wi
sald, "the Administration Is requesting a
cut of §4 million in work on infectious dis-
eases at CDC and the elimination of funding |
for the tuberculosis conmtrol categorical
grants,” which were funded at $5 milllon in
1984,

Mayor's Conference
Supports Gay/Lesbian
Civil Rights

The Committe on Human Development
of the U.S. Conference of Mayors endorsed
legal protections for gay men and lesbians
in & resolution passed following testimony
by Mational Gay Task Force Executive Di-
rector Virginia M. Apuzzo on January 26,
1984

The Resolution unanimously approved by
the mayors stated: “Recognizing the right

of all citizens, regardiess of sexusal orienta-

tion, to full participation in American soci-
ety, the committee recommends that all
levels of government adopt legal protec-
tions for the rights of gay and lesblan
Americans. The committe calls on Its col-
leagues to consider executive and legisla-
tive remedies lo guarantee equal oppartuni-
ty and protection in the public and private
sectors.”

Apuzzo described passage of the resolution
as “the opening of another door for leshian
and gay rights. We have Increased the
awareness of many mayors regarding our
community and we have underscored that
our concerns belong on the larger civil
rights agenda.

‘M.A.LL. Endorses
Adel

The Milwaukee Area Lambda League has
announed its endorsement of Lynn Adel-
man for the Democratic pomination for
Congress In Wisconsin's 4th Congressional
district, which includes parts of the down-
town and lower East Side areas.

MALL, which is credited by many City
Hall observers for the election of Paul Hen-
ningsen to Milwaukee's Common Council,
plans to phone gays in Adelman’s district to
ask them to volunteer for his campaign, and
to get out the gay/lesbian vote for Adel-
man.

Adelman has been a strong supporter of
gay/lesbian rights throughout his legisia-
tive career and has the strongest record of
support on gay and lesbian issues.

“We believe that Lynn Adelman s far
and away the best candidate for Congress,”
sald MALL President Bill Meunier. "“"We
look forward to a close race, one that we
hope Lynn will win." Adelman was the
only candidate who returned MALL's ques-
tonnaire.

Banned — ‘““Homophobia:
A Social Disease’’

This is the editorial written by Jerry
Dryer, an East High School student

During the course of the day, both in
school and out, it seems fairly common to
hear someons use 8 word like fag or faggot
or maybe even queer. Usually these words
are used to describe someone in a derogato-
ry way. Sometimes they are even used as &
direct putdown agalnst someone. But
what's important here is not what words
are used, but what they mean, which s, of
course, homosexual.

For years that term has been one used (o
describe a sick, perverted and abnormal
person. Gays have often been thought of as
mentally ill. Consequently, they were often
Imprisoned or Institutionalized in an effort
to isolate them. Most people avoided them
as much as possible. Because of this isola-
tion, most people knew very little about
Eays

More recently though, doctors, lawyers,
psychologists, social workers, other profes-
slonals and progressive citizens have come
to the understanding that homosexuals are
not sick, perverted, or i1l. Rather, they have
simply chosen sexual and emotional part-

ners of the same sex. They are often very
much like you and everybody else in every
way.

Yet people continue to discriminate
against them, make fun of them, exclude
them from activities and even commit vio-
lent crimes against them. Why?

Because many people are homophobic. In
other words, they have a lear of homosexu-
als. This fear is not born into people, they
learn it. It is similar to racism in that it s
often & result of lack of contact, or & misun-
derstanding of what being gay is. It can
also stem from a personal fear of being gay,
whether the person is or not. But it can also
be transmitted through books, television
and other elements of society, Including
jokes and name-calling. This has led some
people to term homophobla as a “social dis-
ease."

Gays and Leshlans compose a significant
percent of our population and, like every-
body else, play vital roles in our society
They can and have become doctors, law-

| yers, musicians, teachers, construction

workers and atheletes. In short, they can
become everything heterosexuals have be-
COME, EVen parents. :

Homosexuals are a legitimate part of our
society and deserve the same rights and
privileges as everyone else. They are vital
to us both as individaals, and as a part of
the whole. Gays are people and therefore
they are part of our most valuable rescurce:
each other.

Greetings to the Gay Rights State. Now
that we have our legal and sexual rights,
we are finally getting Wisconsln Step as a
part of our progressive, active and wvital
community. Congratulations Wisconsin
gays and lesbians.

In this column, | will consider both tradi-
tional and non-traditional conflicts that
occur as we pursue a gay lfestyle. What
better place to start in this, the first issue of
Wisconsln Step, than with the stepping out:

Mom and Dad — I'm Gay!

Most parents would be overjoyved to find
out that their son or daughter's life Is being
fulfilled in relationships with members of
the opposite sex. These parents express
very traditional values in that they desire
that their sons or daughters should experi-
ence a fulfilling life. It is only that, in com-
ing out and announcing that we feel more
fulfilled in gay relationships, many of our
parents find this the most repugnant situa-
tion Imaginable, when, in fact, their desires
for our fulfilled lives are finally being real-
ized.

We find that our parents feel ashamed,
embarrassed, and extremely disappointed.
“What can we tell our friends and rela-
tives?™ “If 1 accept this behavior, you'll
think that 1 approve.” “Doesn't the bible
say that homosexuality is a sin?" "“What
effect is this going to have on your brothers
and sisters?” “"Now you won'l be getting
married.” “We'll never have grandchil-
dren.” “You'll never have any decent job
opportunities.” “You might get AIDS and
die.”

Added to this, our parents usually feel
gullty. After all, traditional explanation (i.e.

agressive mother/passive father) places
all the blame on the parents. In some way,
whatever they did or however they did it,
our parents feel that is was their child rear-
ing methods that produced a “gay” in the
family, Because they feel that they have
caused this “abnormality” to occur, they

think that they must bring about a cure.
Most of us, however, do not consider our-
selves sick, and therefore do not desire a
Cure.

“Gayness” s not a sickness, and it I8
more than sexuality. “Gayness" Is a style of
life. The reason that we choose to be gay
and others don't Is not agreed upon by the
medical profession, social sclentists, or
members of our own community. The type
of parenting we have had may be one con-
tributing factor to our gayness, but it Is
only one of many. Most of us feel that it Is
an inborn condition that appears very early
in our lives. Whether or not we acknowl-
edge this determines this “stepping out” or
repressed sexuality.

Turmoll results when our family mem-
bers feel that they share a certaln amount
of the same genes and experiences with us,
and thus we should be alike. Tt doesn't
work that way! It is possible for a rapist o
have a priest for a brother, and likewise,
we may have shared a bedroom with a
brother all of our lives, and each grasp dif-
ferent sexualities. There is also the question
of homophobic or repressed homosexual
family members with which conflict may
occur, but these are different issues alto-
gether.

Al birth, we all brgin the ongoing proc-
ess of feeming separate Identities. The es-
tablishment of separate identities also es-
tablishes separate responsibilities for our
agtions. Our parents need to be reassured
that they are no longer accountable for
everything we do or the lifestyle that we
lead. Likewise, as openly gay people we
should feel confident about our actions, and
should educate our parents to the realities
of our lifestyle. The most important thing is

that we, our parents, and all of our family
members appreciate that honesty is the best
policy — that even though our differences

of opinion, sexuality and lifestyles exist, we
can work together to continue our own ful-
filling family relationship.

3,064 AIDS Cases
Reported Since 1979

More than 3,000 cases of AIDS have been
reported in the United States since 1979,
the Centers for Disease Control has deter-
mined.

As of last December, the CDC said 3,084
cases of the immune deficiency desease had
been reported since 1979,

“That is a gruesome landmark,” said
Mark Chataway, a spokesman for the Gay

NOW Lesbian Hlnhh

Milwaukee

Milwaukee welcomed more than 350
people from at least 33 states when it host-
ed the National Organization for Women's
first-ever Leshian Rights conference Janu-
ary 20 - 22,

“We're nobody's nasty little secret any-
more,” sald National Gay Task Force exec-
utive director Virginia Apuzzo.

NOW first endorsed gay rights in 1971,
but lesbian members were urged to be clos-
eted fos the organization's sake — especial-
ly while lobbying for the Equal Rights
Amendment. They were referred 1o as the
“lavender herring” of the women's move-
menl

“We were told we were an embarass-
ment,"remembered National Association of
Gay and Lesbian Democratic Clubs co-chair
Gwen Crilig, who spoke at the conference,

“The struggle to have lesbian rights iden-
tified as a major policy issue in the organi-
zation began almost in the beginning of
NOW’s history,” said NOW"s vice president

Dr. Karen Lamb, former Arizona NOW
vice president, now married to Mayor Hen-
ry Maier, welcomed the conference to Mil-
waukee.

“Some of us proudly refer to Milwaukee
as the freest of America’s free cities,” said
Lamb. “Milwaukee has a long history of
political battles to improve opportunities
for all men and women. Today Milwaukee
has one of the most progressive civil rights
ordinances in the country.”

Lamb brought copies of that ordinance
along, as well as coples of Wisconsin's gay
rights law — so far the only statewide pro-
tection in the nation — for people to take
home as examples.

The day after the conference, NOW's
leadership chose New Jersey as their target
state for passing a gay rights law in 1984,
They Intend to apply skills acquired over
ten years of ERA lobbying, and hope to
develop strategles for passing gay rights
laws elsewhere.

Bozos Show Up —
Gays Don’t

An estimated crowd of at least 200 peo-
ple lining the streets of downtown Sparta
apparently waited to heckle a group of
homosexuals that planned to march
through the community recently,

The march — supposedly a protest of the
freeing of convicted murderer Dan White in
California — mever materialized and appar-
ently was a hoax, police said.

Ray Fisher, standing along North Water
Street with a can of Blatz in one hand and
an #gg in the other sald, “1 tell you what,
nobody around here likes queers.”

The 28-year-old Sparta resident said he
distributed four dozen eggs to friends so
they could throw them at the gay marchers.
Instead, some people in the mostly younger
crowd threw eggs al passing motorists, in-
cluding one police car.
